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A BRIEF EXCURSION, a new play by John Greiner is an absurdist

evening in the mode of Beckett or Ionesco.  There is much discussion

of objects in monotone voices, concentration on food items and

persons not present and always a choir of disjointed and sometimes

fiercely passionate words and phrases.

There are two plays within the framework of A BRIEF

EXCURSION, the title play and THE SHEETS.  Both are of the

same style and use the same actors.  Absurdist theatre is a very

difficult style and director Matthew Putman and the cast make a

valiant attempt to bring this play to life.  However I just didn't believe. 

 Somewhere deep down there has to be a truth that has to be crystal

clear for everyone; director, cast and audience.  The night I attended,

I just didn't get it.  

This is not to say this is not a worthy production.  If you are an avid

fan of Absurdism, by all means come check it out.  If you are looking

for a lighthearted frolic in the theatre, this would not be the show for

you.
